We purchased tables and 

chairs, evangelism materials, as well as some 

personal items to bring back to Burkina.

Bibles through the Bible and Literature 

Missionary Foundation in Tennessee. I’m still 

working on getting the tracts ordered. 

     I continue to receive weekly reports from 

the ministry in Burkina about all that the 

Lord is doing. During the Easter services, they 

baptized four new believers who were 

recently saved. It is amazing to hear how God 

is still working while we are in the States, 

though it certainly makes us eager to return.
